Palm/Passion Sunday ðSunday, April 17 at 

10:00 am  
This special service will begin with the triumphal  
entry of Jesus into Jerusalem. During the service,  
through word and song, we will hear the story of  
Jesusô Passion, his last week on earth.  A variety of  
readers and a variety of forms of music will enrich  
our experience.  
  
Maundy Thursday ðThursday, April 19 at  
6:30 pm  
Jesus gathered with his disciples in the Upper  
Room to celebrate the Passover.  We will gather to  
share in a symbolic Seder Meal and brief worship.   

This will help us to understand the context of the  
disciples and the sacrament of Holy Communion.  

  
Good Friday ðFriday, April 20 at 7:00  pm   
One of the traditions of Good Friday is the Stations  
of the Cross or the Way of Sorrows (Via Dolorosa).   
The Stations of the Cross depicts the final hours of  
Jesusô earthly life.  This will be a quiet contempla-  
tive service.  
  
Easter Sunday ðSunday, April 24 at 6:00 am   
We will gather at Main Beach to share in a service  
of resurrection.  We are always joined by many  
people from the community and by those who are  
visiting for the holiday.  Joyful Noise will lead our  
worship in song.  Bring a short -stemmed flower (or  
several) to decorate the flower cross.  It can be  
chilly, so a warm jacket or blanket, and a chair  
would also be a good idea.  
  
Easter Sunday ðSunday, April 24 at 10:00 am  
The service in the sanctuary will be full of joy at 

the resurrection of our Lord.  Easter lilies will adorn 
the altar and our joyous music will be led by the 

Chancel Choir, Bell Choir and instrumentalists.  Our 
service will conclude with Handelôs Hallelujah Cho-
rus. 

 
Dear Friends, 
 
Lent began this year with us being thrust,  
into the wilderness as we watched the after - 
math of the earthquake and tsunami in Japan.   
We have been touched by the human tragedy,  
the loss of life and we have yet to see what  
effects the damage to the nuclear plant will  
have.  

 
The earthquake touched our family in a per -  
sonal way.  While we were pastors at University  
UMC, the church hosted a number of Japanese  
students over the years from the coastal town  
of Shizagawa, now called Minamisanriku, which  
was destroyed by the tsunami.  Some esti-  
mates have said that as many as two-thirds of  
the town are missing.  The destruction of an  
entire town reminds us of the darkness of Lent.   
We are reminded that there is so much in life  
that is beyond our control and our ability to  
comprehend.  Yet the darkness of Lent gives  
way to the brightness of Easter.  God does not  
leave us in the darkness.  

 
One of the students who was part of the  
exchange program, Akiko Kosaka,is now study- 
ing at UC Riverside.  For days she was unable to  
make contact with her family, not knowing if her  
family survived.  By chance a friend was watch- 
ing Japanese TV and saw a story about Minamisan- 
riku. There on the balcony of a house, a woman  
stood holding a sign, asking the reporter to  
somehow get word to her sister, who was study - 
ing in the United States, that her family had  
survived.  The woman was Akikoôs older sister.   
As Akiko said, ñIt was a miracle.ò  There will still  
be dark days in Japan, but Easter stands as a  
reminder that Godôs light shines through.
