Financial Results

The following table summarizes our financial results through March 31, 2011. As you can see, our
total revenues of $127,095 exceeded budgeted revenues of $112,853. This favorable variance was
primarily due to a higher than expected level of pledge contributions during the first quarter. We
also had good news on the expense side with total operating expenses coming in at $6,208 less
than budget. While it is still early in the year, we are certainly off to a very good start.
