Helping Haiti ...cont. from front page

On the 4™ of July, our team of seven mental health professionals arrived in Port-au-Prince, Haiti. We
worked with a group of 25 doctors, nurses, psychologists, psychiatrists, and social workers. For the first
couple days, we provided services to them through group and individual counseling (with a Creole transla-
tor). Their team had spent six months caring for thousands of patients with no outlet to care for themselves.
Each of the professionals had significant trauma from their own losses and yet they were focused exclu-
sively on taking care of others. So our first priority was to serve them. To listen to them, to hear each of
their stories, and to share in the enormous losses that each person and the country had experienced. For the
remainder of the week we conducted trainings and workshops about Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder and
treatment options.

It was a deeper experience than anything we had ever experienced. The impact of the earthquake is more
complex than we could have imagined. The loss of life is staggering. Every person we met had lost many
family members, loved ones, neighbors, teachers, friends. For the survivors, life does not resemble any-
thing of what they used to know. They lost every material possession they ever had. Schools and stores
are in ruins. Most people cannot go to work because their workplaces have also been destroyed. And yet
through it all, the Haitians are amazing. They have come together in community to help one another, car-
ing for neighbors, children who have been orphaned or friends who have lost limbs. They share the tiny
amounts of food and water available and they t a
great gifts of kindness that they shared and their willingness to try to move forward from this devastating
tragedy. There is still monumental work to be done, and it is our hope that with strategic planning and
communication, Haiti will receive the much needed resources that the world is willing to provide.
