As we recently reported in church, we ended 2010 with a $3,000 operating surplus. This is truly great news as weojeitizttl/
a $19,000 deficit for the year. This $22,000 favorable variance to budget was due to several factors. First, ounuetal ricvee

year came in on target and we were successful in collecting 95% of our pledge commitments, an increase over the previo
Operating expenses were below target by $24,000 due to some staffing changes and the tremendous job our ministeaver
done this past year managing our operating expenses.
